Greetings in the name of Christ!   
 

We celebrate with you this month as you present the mission partners work before the congregation. I would have 
enjoyed being with you in person at this special time of year but some travel assignments have conflicted.  Here’s an 
update on what is happening in ministry. 
 

While now stationed in the US, I work with TMS Global as part of a group of leaders representing seven regions of our 
global mission outreach. My region is North America (above the Rio Grande), and includes 40+ cross-cultural workers 
and ministry consultants doing a wide variety of ministry overseas and diaspora ministry in the US. 
 

I work also as a ministry consultant with our international partners in Ghana. The autonomous Methodist Church 
Ghana has formed a Health Training Institute and a program, SIM, Students in Mission, to train healthcare students to 
become mission minded professionals who will serve as Christ’s ambassadors in different regions. This is something my 
colleagues in Ghana and I have been praying for many years. In December I will travel to Ghana to help train 17 
Ghanaian health students in spiritual equipping for missional living through their vocational call to medicine/nursing 
and missions. Pray for the Holy Spirit to lead this week long event (Dec. 4-10) and to begin a transformational 
discipleship journey that empowers these students to eventually be sent out as salt and light to serve in the hard 
places of Ghana. Pray that this effort would multiply with other students joining each year.  
 

We continue to encourage and support the growing ministries of the Ankaase and Apagya Methodist Hospitals, the 
Reading Town Library, BLESS literacy, and the Royal Christian Academy in Ghana. We are grateful for the good 
leadership and regular communication from each of these.  The library, which you all have been especially 
instrumental in developing, has recently seen Prince, the library officer in charge, step down in order to move on to 
other work after 12 years. Please pray for Prince and pray for a suitable replacement, one that will work well in 
conjunction with the hospital and church leadership. The BLESS literacy program has had a great multiplying effect 
from the 10 classes of Bimoba learners spread out over a large area in central Ghana. Pray for George, the coordinator, 
as he is now reinvigorating trainers to continue with Discovery Bible studies among the students.   
 

We thank God that the word of Christ is shared through all these outreaches, the bible studies, the hospital chaplaincy 
and the mission teaching programs.   Due to Anne’s severe health conditions and limited travel ability we remain based 
in Indiana. I work part time in a South Bend urgent care clinic in order to have affordable health insurance. The 
pandemic and family health matters curtailed much of my recent international work, but that is now changing for the 
better.  
 

Give our heartfelt love to our Immanuel family. Thank you for your faithful and generous support for the advancement 
of God's Kingdom here on Earth and particularly to the people of Ghana.
